3.4 Vehicles with insufficient safety equipment shall not be admitted to or shall be excluded from the race. 

3.5 Only Fuel which complies with the provisions of Appendix FIA „J“.

3.6 Any form of pre-heating of race vehicles is forbidden from the end of the village Uhrovec to the start point. Any form of pre-heating tyres is forbidden.

4 Driver’s safety equipment

4.1 Drivers are obliged to use during the competition and training race all safety equipment agreed by FIA standards.

5 Eligible competitors and drivers

5.1 Any person or legal entity holding a competitor’s lincence valid for the current year shall be eligible.

5.2 Drivers must also be in possession of an international competition licence valid for the current year.

E-mail and fax registrations must to be confirmed in writing, before the close of entries, providing the information requested on the offcial entry form. 

6.2 Maximum number of participants is 130. In the case of higher number of registered racers, the order of registration will be accepted by the date, which must be followed art. 1.1 FIA CEZ general regulations

6.3 There is possible to change the car after the close of registration and also before start of inspection of concerned vehicle in case of the fact that the new vehicle belongs to the same group and the same cylinder capacity class (Article 3.2) as the other vehicle is being replaced.

6.4 No change of competitor may is possible after the close of entries. Changing is allowed only according to ISC article 121. The replacement driver has to be holder of valid licences and authorisation his/her ASN, change has to be announced before administrative acceptance of the vehicle.

6.5 Double start (1driver with 2 vehicles or 1 vehicle for 2 racers ) is not allowed.

6.6 Entry fees for MSR and MPL  is  150 EUR with advertisement for both races. For the monorace participants starting fine is  83EUR. Extra pay for monorace without organiser‘s advertisiment is (point 8.3.2) 34 EUR. 

6.7 Starting charge for  FIA - CEZ, FIA –CEZ Historik is 150 €. Extra pay for monorace without free organiser’s advertisiment (point 8.3.2) is 33,- €.

6.8 Participants, who take place their  application forms during the administrative check have to pay charge 133 EUR for every individual race.

6.9 All race costs are included in the entry fee.

6.10 Entry charge will be refunded in the case that the race will be canceled. 66 EUR for every race will be refunded in the occasion that there will be technical or other unexpected cases to start the race.

6.11 Each participant shall take part on his own responsibility. The organiser shall refuse to take responsibility for personal harm or equity damage of the competitors, racers, assistents and other persons during the race. Every competitor, racer, is responsible for his own insurance.

6.12 The race is insured, according to these appointments at KOOPERATIVA poist'ovila, a.s. Vienna Insurance Group, Agentura Nitra insurance company, number is 6558342138. Insurance includes third person insurance, who is responsible for all participants and other persons connected with the race. Competitors and racers are not be considered to be third persons. Insurance covers the whole race, that means not only trainings and competitive races but also the way from a parking place to the start point and back.

7 Clauses, official text

7.1 The organizer reserves the right to his supplementary regulations or to issue additional conditions or instructions which will form an integral part of them. He also reserves the right to cancel or stop the event in the case of insufficient participation, force majeure or unpredictable events without being under obligation whatsever to provide compensation.

7.2 Participants shall be informed about all additional appointments and other instructions as soon as possible through dated and numbered regulations, that will be presented on the official board (point 1.3).

7.3 Any cases not provided for in the supplementary regulations shall be decided by the stewards. 

7.4 The Slovak version of these supplementary regulations shall be considered as the official text. 

7.1 Starting numbers

7.1.1 Organiser does not provide the participants with starting numbers. Participants shall use the same number that was given by PAV commission at the beginning of the season 2010. The numbers have to be placed at the vehicles edges during the event also with organiser‘ obligatory advertisement. Vehicles with incorrect starting numbers will not be allowed to start the event.  

7.1.2 After the end of the race, before leaving the Parc Ferme or the paddock, the numbers on vehicles driving on public roads must be removed. 

7.2 Start

7.2.1 Drivers must place themselves at the disposal of the clerk of the course at least 1 hour before the start of the race. Driver shall accept the consequences, should they be unaware of any conditions or modifications to the time timetable which might be decided prior to the start.  

7.2.2 The participants shall take their place in the starting file at least 10 minutes prior to their starting time. Any driver who fails to report to the start at his scheduled starting time may be excluded from the event. 

7.2.3 Organiser doesn’t provide the participants with guarded parking place.

7.3 advertising

7.3.1 Advertising  on the vehicles has to follow this conditions:

· It is allowed by FIA standards and national standards

· Is not offensive

No advertising could be affixed to the side windows.

7.3.2 Organiser has the right for the following advertising:

7.4.2 It is strictly forbidden to drive in opposite direction without route marshals or race director  allowance. Breaking these rules shall result into exclusion with possible sanctions of the case will be delivered to the responsible ASN.

7.4.3 If a driver is obliged to stop his heat owing to mechanical failure or other 

          problems, he must immediately park his vehicle away from the track and  

          leave it, and obey any instructions given by the marshals.

8 Administrative check and Scrutineering

8.1 Administrative check

8.1.1 Administrative check shall take part at the race headquarter on friday 30.07.2010 from 11:00 to 19:45 as well as also on saturday 31.07.2010 from 630 to 715, for the participants, who compete only on  Sunday 01.08.2010, the check and scrutineering will be on Sunday from 630 to 715. The organiser has the right to allow the administrative check on Saturday and Sunday only to the racers, he is agreed with.

8.1.2 Participants must report themselves for the check personally.

8.1.3 Participants have to present these documents: 

· Driver’s competition licence

· Health card

· license sport vehicles

8.1.4 Time Schedule of administrative and technical check for the first race will be avalaible on www.jvrsok.sk

8.2  Scrutineering 

8.2.1 Scrutineering takes part in DEPO 1 close to the administrative acceptation area on Friday 30.07.2010 from 1115 to 1900 and also on Saturday  31.07.2010 from 630 to 715, for the participants who compete only on Sunday  01.08.2010, the scrutineering will be on Sunday from 630 to 715. it is necessary to bring the vehicle to the scrutineering to carry out a safety equipment control.

8.2.2 The valid Homologational form of vehicle must be presented when it is requested. Otherwise, scrutineering may be refused. 

8.2.3 Participants reporting for scrutineering after their scheduled time shall be liable to a penalty which may go as far as exclusion, at the stewards‘ discretion. However, the stewards may decide to allow the vehicle to be scrutineered if the competitor/driver can prove that their late arrival was due to force majeure.  

8.2.4 Scrutineering does not constitute that the vehicle complies with the regulations in force. 

8.2.5 After the scrutineering, the list of participants authorized to take part in practice shall be published and posted by the organiser. 

9 Running of the event

9.1 Start, finish, timing

9.1.1 The start will take place with the vehicle stationary and the engine running. The stewrds of the meeting and the clerk of the course are free to modify the starting order according to the circumstances.

9.1.2 No vehicle can start out of its own group unless expressly authorised to do so by the stewards. 

9.1.3 Any vehicle which has triggered the timing apparatus shall be considered as having started, and will not be granted a second start. 

9.1.4 Any refusal denial or delay on the start point leads to exclusion.

9.1.5 Finish is flying finish. The heat ends when the vehicle crosses the finish line; the vehicle must reduce speed. It is absolutely necessary to follow the instructions of the marshals.

9.1.6 Time shall be measured by photoelectric cells with  1/1000 of a second.

9.2 Practice

9.2.1 It is strictly forbbiden to practice outside the time scheduled for the official practice.

9.2.2 Official practice will be carried out according to time schedule published by organiser.

9.2.3 Start and practice race is allowed only for vehicles  after administrative check and scrutineering.

9.2.4 Each participant has to attend on minimum one practice heat. Special cases shall be submitted to the stewrds of the meeting.

9.3 Race

9.3.1 The heat of the race shall take palce in accordance with the time schedule presented by organiser.

9.3.2 The race shall be run in 2 heats. A driver not classified in the 1st heat is not entitled to start in the 2nd heat.

9.4 Outside assistance

9.4.1 Any help from outside leads to disqualification.

9.4.2 Vehicles, which have stopped along the route may only be towed away by order of the clerk of the course.

9.5 Depo

9.5.1 Each participant of the race must accept and respect the speed limit of 10 

          km/h in the depo and on road from the end of Uhrovec. This rule must be 

          followed by each member of participant’s teams. Breach of the rules can lead to the 
disqualification. Rider is responsible for the conduct of accompanied persons in the race 
area and depot.

9.5.2 It is strictly forbiden to pre-heat tyres of on the road from the bridge over the river Radisa to the start.

9.5.3 Participants are not allowed to park their person and service cars on the 

          road from the bridge over the river Radisa to the start.

9.5.4 Participants must accept marshals‘ decisions who signed depo places for 

          them. Not respecting the decisions of marshals can lead to the exclussion 

          from the race. For riders who will come early, is warning that they can  not occupy 
space in the depot for the organizers, snack bars etc.

10 Parc Ferme and final checks

10.1 Parc Ferme

10.1.1 Park Ferme conditions are valid after the end of the 2. race (crossing the finish line) as far as entry to the park ferme.

10.1.2 At the of the racel clasified vehicles shall remain in the Parc Ferme till the decision of race director. Parc Ferme will take time till the expiry for making protests.

10.1.3 Parc Ferme will be placed in the start point area.

10.2 Final check

10.2.1 Any vehicle may be checked by scrutineers during or after the race.

10.2.2 At the request of race director, whether spontaneously of following a protest,a vehicle may be impounded after the finish and subjected to complete and detailed scrutineering entailing the dismantling of the vehicle.

10.2.3 Special checks can take part in the vehicle parking area, or in the firm FORD AUTO KOIŠ Bánovce nad Bebravou when needed.
